SUPPLIES

Students are required to provide most of their own sewing supplies.  Students will create their lists before beginning projects.  The cost of supplies will vary per student.  It is essential that supplies be here ON due dates. Points will be deducted for late materials.

You are expected to generate your own work.  Attempting to receive credit for work that is not your own will result in a failing grade and will jeopardize your opportunity to continue in this program.

CLASSROOM ENVIRONMENT

You are responsible for the areas where you sit and work, as well as common areas.  You are expected to clean up after yourself every day.

Substitute Teachers:  When you are with a substitute teacher, ALL CLASS RULES APPLY.  I always ask the subs to leave me detailed notes and will respond with rewards or consequences as necessary.

Late Work
· All work MUST be turned in on time! 

· ANY late work will be graded at a 50% penalty.

· Any missing work MUST be turned in by the test date for which unit it is a part.

· NO work for a unit will be accepted once the test has been taken.

Extra Credit

· At teacher discretion

Attendance/ Absences

· Students are expected to attend class every day

· Students are responsible for ANY work missed—this includes tests!

· Student must set up a time to discuss missed work with the instructor (*Instructor will NOT find student).

· This should be done before/after school—NOT immediately before a class

· Students will have the same number of days to make up classwork as the number of days they missed.

· Additional days will be given for students to make up missed projects.

· Participation points CAN be made up (sewing before/after school, during ASP, guided study, etc.)

· Some missed work (participation) may result in a zero that cannot be made up.

· **Tests MUST be made up within 1 week or a zero may be given. Any work missed from the unit test being made up must be turned in at the time of the test.

Test Retakes

Students may retake ONE unit test from the semester. If a student chooses to do this, he/she needs to discuss it with the instructor. Students must provide proof of additional studying he/she did to review for the retake (note cards, tutoring, etc.)
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SEWING REQUIREMENTS 

· Each student must complete projects according to the requirements in each unit.  In addition, samples are required for new concepts.

· Supplies must be here on the due dates specified for each project.  If there is a problem, please see me in advance.

· You will be assigned a sewing machine.  You will be responsible for its use and care.  Let me know immediately if there is a problem with your machine.

· Absolutely no sewing goes home.  If a project is removed from this class room without permission, those steps completed outside of class will be given a grade of zero.

· If a project is not completed and turned in on the due date you will have one week to finish it.  Points will be deducted for each day it is late.  After the one week time period late projects will not be accepted. 

· Because of the number of students in the class all needing individual help, there will be times when you will have to wait your turn for instruction or approval to continue.  Study your pattern guides carefully, listen attentively to class directions and demonstrations, and you will be able to work out many sewing details yourself.  Never, however, go beyond a designated checkpoint without approval from your teacher.
