SELECTIVE ELECTIVE/OPEN ELECTIVE

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Late Work

· At teacher discretion.
Attendance/ Absences

· Students are expected to attend class every day
· Students are responsible for ANY work missed—this includes tests!
· Student must set up a time to discuss missed work with the instructor (*Instructor will NOT find student).
· This should be done before/after school—NOT immediately before a class
· Students will have the same number of days to make up classwork as the number of days they missed.
· Additional days will be given for students to make up missed large projects.
· Some missed work (participation) may result in a zero that cannot be made up.
· **Tests MUST be made up within 1 week or a zero may be given. Any work missed from the unit test being made up must be turned in at the time of the test.
Test Retakes

Students may retake ONE unit test from the semester. If a student chooses to do this, he/she needs to discuss it with the instructor. Students must provide proof of additional studying he/she did to review for the retake (note cards, tutoring, etc.)
